FROSTWEED

• Tall growing

• Dense clumps

• Full shade
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SNOW-ON-THE PRAIRIE

• Tall growing

• Spread out

• Disturbed pasture

• Full sun
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BROOMWEED & RAGWEED



VERBENA

• Spring & Fall

• Fields and pastures
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STRAGGLER DAISY

• Low-growing

• Full shade

• Tiny flowers

• Good for backyards
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GOLDENROD

• Tall & Showy

• Moist soils

• Sun or part shade
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MAXIMILLIAN SUNFLOWER

• Tall growing

• Full sun
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PURPLE ASTER



KIDNEYWOOD

• Looks similar to 
beebush

• Dense shrub

• Deer-magnet
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BEAUTYBERRY

• Not really a Fall bloomer

• But attractive in the Fall

• Deciduous shrub
